Creating a climate of change  

Could you give up single use plas�cs for Lent? 

We know plas�c is incredibly useful – but like a bad guest it overstays its welcome. Each 
year billions of plas�cs are thrown away, most of which are used for only a short amount of 
�me. More than half a billion plas�c straws are used every day globally.  Almost 2 million 
plas�c bags are used every minute, and the amount of bubble wrap produced annually 
could wrap around the equator ten �mes! 

So, what can I do?  Here are some things you might want to think about to help you on your 
plas�c free journey: 

�� Groceries—There are many ways to make your grocery shop more eco-friendly. Why not 
switch to buying loose fruit and vegetables rather than pre-packaged? And why not try 
buying reusable sandwich bags? 

�� Cut out the plas�c bags—Keep a reusable bag in your bag, car or bike basket at all �mes 
and chances are you’ll find opportuni�es to use 

�� Bo�led/take-away drinks—Take a travel mug or refill your water bo�le and always re-
fuse a disposable cup. 

�� Have an eco-shower— You could use soap instead of shower gel to avoid throwing away 
an excessive amount of plas�c bo�les. And why not and a shampoo bar for a plas�c free 
hair wash? 

�� Do a plas�c audit of your home – where can you find single-use plas�cs and can you re-
search a ‘greener’ alterna�ve?
