The word of God, especially in today’s 
readings, tells us that the Spirit is at 
work in individuals and communities 
filled with himself; the Spirit makes 
them capable of recipere Deum 
[receiving God], capax Dei [with the  
capacity for God], as the holy Church 
Fathers say. And 
what does the Holy 
Spirit do with this 
new capability which 
he gives us? He 
guides us into all the 
truth (cf. Jn 16:13), 
he renews the face of 
the earth (Ps 
103:30), and he 
gives us his fruits 
(cf. Gal 5:22-23). He guides, he renews 
and he makes fruitful. 
 
The world needs men and women who 
are not closed in on themselves, but 
filled with the Holy Spirit. The world 
needs the fruits, the gifts of the Holy 
Spirit, as Saint Paul lists them: “love, 
joy, peace, patience, kindness,  
goodness, faithfulness, gentleness,  
self-control” (Gal 5:22). The gift of the 
Holy Spirit has been bestowed upon the 
Church and upon each one of us, so that 
we may live lives of genuine faith and 
active charity, that we may sow the 
seeds of reconciliation and peace. 
Strengthened by the Spirit – who 
guides, who guides us into the truth, 
who renews us and the whole earth, and 
who gives us his fruits –  
strengthened in the Spirit and by these 
many gifts, may we be able to battle  
uncompromisingly against sin, to battle 
uncompromisingly against corruption, 
which continues to spread in the world 
day after day, by devoting ourselves 
with patient perseverance to the works 
of justice and peace.
