Today’s Sunday scripture readings open with a passage from the %

prophet Isaiah, in which the prophet speaks of his fidelity to the
Lord even in very difficult times, and of the way in which the Lord
provided refuge for him in this time of testing.

The same point is at work behind the scenes in today’s reading from T‘g\
the Epistle of James. This great leader of the early Church writes “What good is it, my
brothers and sisters, if someone says he has faith but does not have works?” (James 2:14).
James is telling us that if we truly believe in Jesus then our faith in him will naturally be
followed by acts of self-giving love in imitation of him: these are the “works” of which James
speaks. The self-giving witnessed in these works of Christian charity does not effect our
salvation, but rather is an authentic sign of our faith in Christ and the redemption he
accomplished through his perfect self-giving.
