See in them your coun-
try’s greatest treasure and nourish them always by prayer and the grace of the sacra-
ments. Families will always have their trials, but may you never add to them! Instead, 
be living examples of love, forgiveness and care. Be sanctuaries of respect for life, pro-
claiming the sacredness of every human life from conception to natural death. What a 
gift this would be to society, if every Christian family lived fully its noble vocation! So 
rise with Jesus and Mary, and set out on the path the Lord traces for each of you.  
We need simplicity to pray as a family: simplicity is necessary! Praying the Our Father 
together, around the table, is not something extraordinary: it’s easy. And praying the 
Rosary together, as a family, is very beautiful and a source of great strength! And also 
praying for one another! The husband for his wife, the wife for her husband, both to-
gether for their children, the children for their grandparents…praying for each other.
